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As many will have witnessed, the new kitchen is 
gradually evolving. 
 
This renovation has been made possible from the 
profit from the Valley’s last two ODE’s which the
Social Committee has agreed to allocate to this long 
overdue improvement. 
 
Once again, the involvement of all Hidden Valley 
members pulling together and working to trim, paint, 
move, remove, whipper-snipper and renovate our 
ODE course has enabled us to host these impressive 
events and raise the money to improve our own 
facilities.

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Last month’s Horse Days  where a great success 
with 35 riders turning up for the weekends events. 
Hailey Daniel was the instructor for the month and 
everyone who attended seemed to get something 
out of the weekend. 

This month’s Horse Days program was changed due 
to the long ride being cancelled over the long 
weekend and we thought we would take the bull by 
the horns and take the groups up to the Archery 
Range for some more adventurous riding and make 
use of all the skills the rides have learnt in the last 4 
months of Horse Days. The riders rode in their horse 
day groups as each group already has been 
assessed for their riding ability and this plan reduced 
the risk of any injuries to both horse and rider. 

Property improvements  have been going along in 
leaps and bounds as some of the major projects are 
taking shape. (see pics in Working Bee Pictorial). 

A team of workers headed by Hamish Holly have 
been rebuilding the kitchen over the last month and 
should be finished by the end of June, 2009. 

The workshop roof has also been re-laid, with new 
sheeting supplied by Bruce Hardy. We now have a 
dry shed which is absolutely fantastic as we have 
now been able to re-arrange the workshop the way 
a workshop should work. Thanks to all of the 
members who gave up their time to attend the 
working bee to help out with the workshop and 
weed removal. 

Work will continue on the shed with more windows 
being installed by Billy Good and new roof capping 
to put on. We can now protect the valuable assets of 
the Valley from the weather and also the shed can 
be locked up to keep the tools and machinery from 
being stolen. 

Clearing of paddocks continues to make more space 
for pastures to grow and thus eventually more 
agisted horses on the property. This equates to 
more income and lower debt for the valley 

On the 20th of June Cumberland Horse Trails will be 
at the valley with approximately 30 riders to the 
enjoy beauty of Hidden Valley, for the whole 
weekend. They will be either staying in cabins or in 
their horse floats. At this stage they will be in the 
Sign Paddock. 

On the 27th of June, Sylvia Gordon is running a 
cross country jumping clinic at the valley which 
should also bring in extra income for the end of the 
year. 

Cabin bookings are full for the 27th due to many cabins 
being booked for a private function hosted by the 
Watkinsons. 

I have just booked in two groups of 12, for July and 
August, 2009. The groups are polo cross players and 
are using the valley as a base while they are here in 
Australia. 

Other tasks carried out include; re-building the feed 
trailer, fixing up the quad bike of oil leaks and servicing 
all machinery and vehicles owned by the Co-Op. The 
general routine jobs such as feeding, rugging, and 
shoeing, drenching and treating ill horses have also 
taken up our days. 

The major projects for the month are: 

�  Finishing the workshop. 

�  Finishing the kitchen. 

�  Continuing to clear paddocks. 

�  Spray the Salvinia on the dam and 
surrounding areas. 

�  Repairing broken fencing around the 
property.
